(approximately £10-£15 per school holiday week)
• Free PE t-shirt and school jumper or cardigan or fleece every year (approximate saving £20)
• Free book bag (£5)
• 50% off the cost of the Y4 and Y6 residentials
• Free holiday clubs, including meals using your designated HAF code
